

1. Choose plants that readily adapt to growing in pots or other containers. Good candidates include cosmos, dahlias, marigolds, impatiens, gaillardia, and omamental peppers.

2. Plants in containers will need more water than plants in the ground. Be sure to water at least 3 times per week and more during prolonged periods of high temperatures. 

3. Soil nutrients are quickly washed away with frequent watering. A biweekly application of a liquid will keep your plants healthy and blooming.
