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1. First, cut your first angle of the crown molding with a miter saw and highlight the profile of the molding with a pencil. Use a coping saw to cut away the back.
2. Use a utility knife to trim the cut and file with a wood rasp to make it smooth.
3. Make 45-degree cuts with the miter saw on a few molding strips and place them in a corner. This will allow you to make any necessary changes to the angle of you saw to make sure the pieces of the molding fits snug into the corner against each other.
4. Drill pilot holes before nailing the molding on the wall and attach the molding with finished nails. Use a nail set to sink the nail heads and disguise them. Then, cover nails heads with wood putty using a putty stick.
5. Cover any gaps that appear in the molding with paint able caulk.
