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1. First, shut off the water below the sink or from outside at the water meter. Place a drain stop or towel over the drain so nothing accidentally falls down the pipes while you are working.
2. Take the cap off the faucet handle using a flathead screwdriver and remove the screws in the faucet handle with a Phillips screwdriver.
3. Remove the faucet assembly nut with an adjustable wrench.
4. Next, remove the copper valve seat using a seat wrench and twist counterclockwise until the seat comes out.
5. Install the new faucet assembly. Screw the handle back on and replace the cap. Be sure to check for any leaks by turning the water on and off.
