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1. Clean up any messes ASAP! Acids in per urine can permanently damage carpet dyes and fibers.
2. Blot up all liquids with plain white paper towels. Apply a mix of ¼ tsp liquid dishwashing detergent to 1 cup warm water. Blot until dry. Then treat area with a mix of 1 cup white vinegar to 2 cups water. Blot until completely dry.
3. As a final step use a bacterial/enzyme digester often found in pet stores. It may take several days to remove odors that your pet’s sensitive nose can still detect but complete removal of all odors will prevent your pet from staining the same areas in the future.
4. If there are pet odors but you cannot find the source darken the room and hold a black light fixture close to the carpet. Pet urine and feces will appear to glow.
