

A pinhole leak in a water supply pipe can be stopped easily until you or a plumber can replace the leaking pipe section. Shut off the water at the main shutoff valve. Take a sharpened pencil or toothpick, jam the point into the hole and break it off. 

Next wrap vinyl electrical tape tightly around the pipe starting about three inches to one side of the hole and finishing three inches on the other side, overlapping the tape by one half. Turn on the main valve and check for leaks. This quick fix should permit you to keep using the pipe until it can be permanently repaired.
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
